



Crimping tool (two step process)

1. Place 2x2mm crimp bead into the groove that looks like a kidney (closest to jaw hinge) and smash.  Make sure each side of the kidney has a part of the cord in it.

2. Rotate crimp bead 90degrees

3. Reposition the crimp in the other groove (closest to the front of the tool) and smash.

-Using a crimping tool just changes the look and shape of a crimp.  It does not add any additional strength.

-Make sure you get the correct sized tool for the size cording you're using.




Magical Crimper (4 step process)

1. Place 2x2mm crimp bead in groove and smash.  Your crimp will look like ravioli.

2. Rotate crimp 90 degrees and reposition crimp in groove and smash

3. Rotate and smash crimp 2 more times turning your crimp into a round bead.

-Magical crimpers are made for certain Soft-Flex gauges.  Make sure you are using the correct crimper for the wire size you are using.
