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Monthly Project

Wrapped Candy Bracelet

9 10mm Swarovski round crystals, shown in Amethyst

7 8mm Swarovski round crystals, shown in Amethyst

1 4mm Swarovski round crystals, shown in Blue Zircon

2 3mm Swarovski bicone crystals, shown in Amethyst

1 4mm Swarovski squaredelle with clear crystals

1 Tierra Cast word bead, shown with LOVE

1 small charm, shown with a sterling unicorn charm

1 11mm twisted closed ring; shown with a sterling silver ring

1 toggle, shown with sterling silver 20mm twisted

2 3x3mm silver crimp tubes

12inches of .014 SoftFlex beading wire

12inches of 6mm WireLace, shown in Aqua

2 silver split rings

2 silver 2inch 24ga headpin

1.  Open up the WireLace.  The easiest is to gently pull the edge until the tube opens up; then use something like a pen end to slide down the length of the WireLace.  Be careful the WireLace is delicate and you don't want to snag it.

2.  With the WireLace tube, run your piece of SoftFlex through it.

3.  Grasp the ends of the SoftFlex and WireLace.  Tightly twist the WireLace end around the SoftFlex.  Slide a 3x3mm crimp tube on.  Then slide on the bar end of your toggle on.  Feed the WireLace/SoftFlex end back through the crimp tube, have a bit of your tail sticking out from the crimp.  Smash your crimp tube like you would normally smoosh your crimps.

4.  Pull the WireLace so that it is no longer puffed out, and smoothed down over the SoftFlex.  Twist the end of the WireLace tight.

5.  Slide on one 10mm round.  To get your beads over the WireLace, the easiest is to "twist" it on, so the WireLace stays tightly twisted but it can get through the bead's hole.  This 10mm round will also hide the tails coming out from the crimp tube.  So when you get down to the tails, you may need to twist the bead to get the WireLace/SoftFlex to hide up in there.  Trim off any frayed bits of WireLace, or if your tails stick out pass this first bead.

6.  Untwist the uncrimped end of the WireLace/SoftFlex.  Slide a 8mm round onto just the SoftFlex wire and into the WireLace.

7.  Twist up the ends of the WireLace/SoftFlex so that you can get another 10mm round on.  Push this 10mm round down nice and snug against that encased 8mm round.

* The WireLace will unravel a bit so don't worry if you need to trim some of the end before you twist it again.  The twisting and untwisting will just make it unravel some, this is normal; you always purchase a bit more than you need of WireLace to plan on having to trim frays. 

8.  Keep repeating 6 and 7 until eight 10mm rounds are on the bracelet and all seven 8mm rounds on; or the bracelet is the desired length.

9.  Once that last 10mm bead is on; twist your ends and slide the other crimp tube on; followed by the twisted closed silver ring.  Feed your WireLace/SoftFlex tails back through your crimp tube and the last 10mm round.  (This is a bit tricky)  Once your tails have emerged from your 10mm round, like a normal crimping, pull your excess cording; and smash your crimp tube.  Cut off excess cording.

10.  Use one of the split rings to attach the loop side of the toggle to the small twisted closed ring.  Use the other split ring to attach the charm to the twisted ring as well.

11. Use the head pins to attach the other beads to the twisted ring.  The one headpin gets the 4mm round, followed by the 4mm silver squaredelle, followed by the last 10mm round.  The other headpin gets one 3mm bicone, followed by the word bead, followed by the other 3mm bicone.

12.  Wear and Enjoy!

This is a color driven project so have fun with colors!  Try different color combos and charm additions.
